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Dear Parents/Guardians,

At the Board of Education meeting on Monday, September 14, 2009, the Board voted on a revised policy regarding tardiness to school (Policy 5240).  It is the Board’s belief, as well as the administration and staff at Burlington City High School, that promptness to school is an important element of school attendance.  In addition, making a habit of being on time is an important life skill for our students to learn.  

As per Policy 5240, on the third unexcused tardy to school, high school students will receive a thirty-minute detention on the same day as the unexcused tardy.  Each subsequent unexcused tardy will also result in a thirty-minute detention on the same day a student is late to school.  The majority of our students are on time for school and their classes.  I thank the students for their cooperation and welcome your assistance and support.
